It would be funny in 1 way
and odd in another to have a wedding party with the groom not there, | doubt if anyone would miss me
thou [sic]. [page 2] | doubt if you all have any music yet, that is what has been worrying me most. |
guess maybe | should of waited and found that out before we had the party. Mary K said they may have
the car fixed this weekend anyway | hope they do as | would like to have it this next week. | still hate it
like the devil but it doesn’t do anygood [sic].
